Through hands on 
work with a simple but fully functional wireless communication system, you will understand the basic 
engineering tools used and tradeoffs encountered in the design of these systems.

The 
lab sessions are supported by two one-hour lectures and a tutorial that introduces the concepts for the next 
laboratory, as well as reviewing and expanding the concepts learned in the previous laboratory.
